Instructions:
Use the DRAFT COVER SHEET as a cover page.  Staple your FIRST DRAFT to the cover.  Post your draft and link it to your blog.  The powerpoint should be posted on the web.  Go on line to get this and other Assignments and any related Handouts and Samples.

In this assignment you will produce the first full draft your proposal and also organize the killer slides for the midterm presentation by reviewing, coordinating, arranging and collating the slides you produced before.
1) ORIENTATION ASSIGNMENT (due at Orientation on Monday 9/28 5pm)
Each team (see assignments below) will present information to the rest of the group from the site specific handbook that the orientation will cover on Thursday. The handbook is available on the web at:

Each individual is responsible for reading all sections of the handbook.  All of the topics below are covered within these pages.  Each team will be expected to inform the rest of the Venice group in an engaging way about the details necessary to answer the questions posed.  This does not mean we want you to read the handbook to us. Each team gets 5 minutes.
Team assignments:

· Getting to Venice – passport, visa and entry issues; Do I need to worry about what I say when going through customs? Do I need to carry identification with me?   ORIGINS
· Living in Venice - Is it different than in Worcester? What are my behavioral obligations to my advisors and the other students? What are my personal dress code standards?   What are my safety concerns?   VENINOMICS
· What is the weekend travel policy and how does it work?  What happens if I choose to ignore it? What are my travel safety concerns?   MOBILITY
· Does the WPI code of conduct go with me to Venice, really? What other codes and or policies do I need to worry about?  POSTMORTEMS
· Health and safety issues – Where do I go if I get sick?  Can I expect to get sick? What constitutes an emergency?  What do I do in an emergency?   VENICE4.0
· Cultural adaptation – What are some of the cultural adaptation issues associated with living and working in a culture different from your own?  What are some of the issues that can arise when you return home?  How can you prepare yourself to handle the effects of culture shock?  SHIPS
· ISIC -- What is an ISIC, what does it do for me and how do I get one?  PUBLICEARTH
Again - please use your 5 minutes creatively (skits, poems, songs, and performance art is encouraged!!!).  Do not plan on using Power Point.  Remember, you are each responsible for reading all of the sections of the handbook - that means a quiz will be in order, so come prepared!

2) DRAFT #1 (linked from blog)

Put together the first full draft of your proposal as detailed below.

The whole thing should be 15-20 pages max. including the cover and the killer graphs (blend these into the respective methodology sections).  Make sure you turn in your draft using the appropriate Draft Cover Sheet. Make sure each section has one (or more) author(s) and reviewer(s).  PEER EDIT THOROUGHLY!  ONE member of the team should act as the overall EDITOR and take a look at the finished product one more time before it comes into our hands.  Post the edited draft on your blog and bring a printed copy to the PQP meeting.   Make sure you use page numbers!
Start major sections/chapter on a new page (you can recoup the lost space elsewhere - don't worry)

INTRODUCTION (2 pages) 

Clear up your Introduction moves 

Add References where needed (with proper citations) – use REFWORKS!
BACKGROUND (5-10 pages) 

Expand Background by mirroring and expanding Moves 1-4 of Intro
Use a Storyline!

Use awesome primary sources!  
Focus on very highly relevant facts 

Tons of References in BG 

Obtain and include most relevant figures (maps, graphs, pictures, diagrams) and Tables 

Give facts, stats and extents 

Make sophisticated references to less relevant background 

METHODOLOGY (5-10)

Introductory text (don't use a heading) 

final mission statement 

list of objectives 

boundaries (don't call them that though!) 

roadmap (do a good job or omit it) 

Objective 1 (use appropriate title, not "objective 1") 

Objective 2

BIBLIOGRAPHY/WORKS CITED (1)


Use Refworks to generate automatically
APPENDICES (not counted toward page max)
Field Form(s)

Database Structure(s)

Boring but useful details 

Indispensable information 

Classic and State of the Art papers/articles 

Schedule (use Excel spreadsheet available on my.wpi under ASSIGNMENT #10) 

Budget (included in above spreadsheet)

3) MIDTERM PRESENTATION
Prepare for the delivery of the Midterm Presentation.  Each team will have 15 minutes.

Include KILLER SLIDES to replace (some of) the Introductory moves and Background.  
Drastically limit or eliminate cards/notes.  Use the slides as prompts to remember what you want to say.  Use graphics profusely and include text for most important points, facts, figures.

Limit the use of bulletized lists, except as table of contents or indexing devices.
Print the Presentation slides (3 per page) and bring 2 copies to the presentation for the advisors.
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
