Use the DRAFT COVER SHEET as a cover page.  Staple your DRAFT to the cover and bring it to meeting with instructor.  Also bring poster sketch to meeting.

In this assignment you will produce the final draft your proposal and also prepare for the charrette presentation of your killer graphics.  You will post the proposal draft on your blog and bring printouts of your presentation to class.
1) FINAL DRAFT
Put together the final draft of your proposal as detailed below.  Next week you will turn in the final proposal (no longer a draft).  The whole thing should be 25-35 pages max.  Make sure you turn in your draft using the appropriate Draft Cover Sheet.  Make sure each section has one (or more) author(s) and reviewer(s).  PEER EDIT THOROUGHLY!   ONE member of the team should act as the overall EDITOR and take a look at the finished product one more time before it comes into our hands.  Post the fully-edited draft on your blog page.  You can put a link to the Proposal on the blog’s sidebar and place the document as a PDF on Google Docs so you can point to it from your blog.  Bring one printed copy to the meeting with the advisors.   Make sure you use page numbers (bottom right of page)!  
Based on our review this week, we expect the BACKGROUND and METHODOLOGY chapters to be complete, with ample references and with GOOD storylines (Background) and structures (Methodology).  Blend the Killer Graphics into the Objectives sections of your Methodology.  Use Refworks to manage your citations and remember that just about every paragraph in your Background should contain references.  Make sure you include a Bibliography, which Refworks will produce automatically for you.
Start major sections/chapter on a new page (you can recoup the lost space elsewhere - don't worry)

1. INTRODUCTION (2 pages) 

Finalize your Introduction moves 

Add References where needed
2. BACKGROUND (10+ pages) 

Write your Background by mirroring and expanding Moves 1-4 of Intro

Use a Storyline!  Give the chapter a “logical” sequence.

Use awesome primary sources!  Almost every paragraph/sentence should be referenced!
Give facts, stats and extents, BUT make sure that they are RELEVANT!
Obtain and include most relevant figures (maps, graphs, pictures, diagrams) and Tables.  

MINE YOUR PRESENTATION for exciting VISUALS to spruce up the chapter.
3. METHODOLOGY (8+ pages)

Introductory text (don't use headings) 

final mission statement 

final list of objectives 

boundaries (don't call them that though!)

Map of Study area (if applicable)
roadmap (do a good job or omit it) 

3.1 Objective 1 –  INCLUDE FULL METHODOLOGICAL DETAILS and refer reader to APPENDICES.


Break up every objective section into sub-sections devoted to each major sub-objective.




Be exhaustive and very very detailed…
3.2 Objective 2 – These sections need to be as “deep” as possible
3.3 Objective 3 – Your final grade will depend a lot on how “deep” your methodology is.
Each Objective section should have a proper title which reflects the corresponding objective, typically with the verb ending in “ing”.  Each Objective section could contain, if appropriate, examples of the types of KILLER GRAPHICS that would be produced with the data/analysis produced within that objective.  Appropriate references to figures should be made using the “cross-reference” feature in word.  Appropriate references should also be made to specific APPENDICES which will contain the TOOLS (developed in prior assignments) that will be used in the fulfillment of that objective, including (but not limited to): field forms, checklist of equipment, field procedures manual, budget spreadsheets, original data sets, data structures, etc.
4. BIBLIOGRAPHY/WORKS CITED (2+)

APPENDICES (not counted toward page max)

(Only print what is in BOLD and anything else you want to discuss at PQP meetings)

B-Z

Boring but useful details 
Indispensable information 

Classic and State of the Art papers/articles

TOOLS developed in Assignment #9 – PRINT THESE and discuss them at PQP meeting

Schedule and Budget (download the spreadsheet on line)
Make sure you post the Appendices on your web page.  We recommend you put the appendices in a separate word document for now.

The more detail you put into this final draft, the more useful feedback you are likely to get from your advisors!

2) ONLINE CHARRETTE PRESENTATION SLIDES (bring printout to class)
To make our life easier, this year we will conduct the graphics charrette in the form of powerpoint slides.  Each team should develop mock-ups of their planned KILLER GRAPHICS and create a powerpoint containing a cover slide (with names etc.) followed by pairs of slides, thus organized:

1. Text slide explain the GOAL of the Killer Graphic and listing the data that it will show (mark in red the data you do not have access to)
2. A mock up of the graphic.  More than one slide could be needed to demonstrate interactive graphics (which would be only usable on line)

These killer graphics should depict what you expect to produce as the FINAL and most comprehensive RESULTS and ANALYSES at the end of your project.  Do not put too much time in developing all details electronically, but put in enough to give a good approximation of the effect you are trying to achieve.  Focus both on online interactive graphics, which will be mocked-up using powerpoint animations, but also on “static” graphics that can be printed out and included in your report.  Check out the National Geographic (Aug. 2009) example of how they coupled a fixed map in the magazine with an interactive map on line (click on Buzz off our web site and look for the 2 links).

Bring 2 printouts of your charrette graphics slides to class.  Print as many slides per sheet as you can legibly fit.

We will dedicate a few minutes to each graphic and the entire class will critique and comment and offer suggestions on how to improve it.
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
