In this assignment you will begin to dig into the literature that informs your project topic(s).  Starting from your Background Topics lists (developed in prior assignments).  You will need to hunt down the most useful sources of information in a very efficient manner, since you have to become well-versed in your topic(s) in a very short time.  You will also begin to put some boundaries around your project.
1) LITERATURE REVIEW and BIBLIOGRAPHICAL BLOG POSTS
Plan to personally identify and review at least 15 sources of various types (books, academic journals, trade journals, periodicals, on-line sources, etc.) this term.  For each source you consult and find actually useful, you will produce the a blog posting using the annotated bibliography  instructions as a template for what to include.  You need not make the posting exactly like an annotated bibliographical entry.  Just make sure you link your post to an electronic version of the source, where the full bibliographical entry can be found.  The text of the post should be dedicated to a brief summary of the source’s content and a highlight of its usefulness in your project.  If there are key graphics that you plan to use, scan/photograph them and include them in your post.  You will start this process as soon as you have met with the reference librarian as a team.  For this assignment, produce at least 3 bibliography entries in your blog.  Your goal will be to locate the most  useful sources (Killer Sources) for your (sub-)topics – keeping in mind that, depending on your project, some of these sources may be not be applicable.  You should use the available Killer Sources Results Table to list all of the sources you consulted, whether you end up using them or not, and include the results table with the assignment. 
2) BACKGROUND STORYLINE

Outline the sequence of background topics that would create the best storyline for your background chapter.  Pay close attention to transitions and write a few sentences and paragraphs under each topic (where needed) to give us some insight into why you thought that that topic fit well in that position in the sequence and how it fit with its predecessor and with the topic that follows.  Make your logic clear.

3) INFORMATION REQUIREMENTS

Gather FACTOIDS, FACTS, TIDBITS as needed to fill in the blanks in Moves 1-2 of the Introduction.  Be specific and be powerful.

4) MOVES 3 and 4

Produce a first draft of Move 3 and Move 4.  Each should be about a paragraph long and should contain facts, figures, specific references and other useful tidbits about the status quo of the issue(s) as well as what has been tried and what is not working.  Make sure to include past IQPs among the things that have been tried already.  See the new Introduction Explanation and the Introduction Samples for guidance.
5) PROJECT BOUNDARIES

Define the conceptual, spatial and temporal boundaries of your project.  See online Handout for details (under Methodology).
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
