In this assignment you will continue your literature research and begin to focus on developing the Methodology.   You will thus identify the most useful methodological sources for information that will help you in the development of the scientific methods you will employ to fulfill your objectives.  As you do that, you will also continue to review the Background literature that you previously identified as relevant (remember that you can go back to the reference librarian if needed).  Each source you find useful will be highlighted in a blog entry as before.  The literature review together with the Introduction moves (1-4) should guide you in the development of a solid Background chapter.  With the addition of Move 5, your Introduction is fully formed, though it may take a few more passes to hone it.  The mission statement, plus the project boundaries have turned into the Methodology introductory paragraphs.  These, together with the objective-based subsections, plus the tasks will give body to your Methodology.  Putting all these pieces together (which will be the objective of Assignment #8), you should begin to see the Proposal forming under your eyes as you complete this assignment.
1) LITERATURE REVIEW/BLOG – Relevant Background and Methodology
Continue to identify useful sources of various types (books, academic journals, trade journals, periodicals, on-line sources, etc.) and produce the respective blog entries.  Now, try to focus on pertinent literature that is highly relevant and appropriate.  We’re looking for quality here, not quantity.  Begin to explore Methodological literature too.  For this assignment, find at least one appropriate methodological source that would help you with the achievement of your project objectives.  Avoid banal sources and focus on tools and techniques that can be used in your analysis.  Contact the reference librarian for additional help as needed.
2) MOVE 5

Produce a first draft of Move 5.  It should be about a paragraph long and should connect to the gap, but explicitly filling it, then rephrase and expand on your mission statement and objectives in fully-formed sentences.  See the new Introduction Explanation and the Introduction Samples for guidance.

3) BACKGROUND SECTION(s)
In coordination with your teammates, take on the task of writing-up one of the sections of the Background.  Make sure you use ample references (in Chicago style) and figures (see handout on how to make text flow around figures and on how to insert captions under them).  After you are done writing your section in a clear and succinct fashion, tapping into a variety of sources, print out your Background Section and then revisit your paragraphs and analyze them as follows: (1) transform each paragraph into a bullet (write the bullet on the side of the paragraph); (2) if you have more than one bullet, or you cannot clearly see what the bullet ought to be, or your bullet doesn’t sound very meaningful, then review the Chicago Elements of Style and the corresponding section in the Lunsford book (on reserve) on composition and in particular in the composition of “topic paragraphs”.  Rewrite any paragraph that needs a clear topic, with appropriate claims and supporting evidence.  Delete any paragraphs or sentences that do not add anything to your arguments and storyline. 
4) METHODS and TASKS
Write out the 3-5 objectives of your project as headers adding the “ING” ending to each action verb.  Under each heading, make a bulleted list of METHODS/TASKS to specify HOW you foresee that objective being accomplished.  Will you need to develop a field FORM? create a DATABASE? use measurement EQUIPMENT? develop a specific PROCEDURE? Are there standard social science or scientific methods to collect or analyze the data your project will produce?  Have you identified appropriate literature sources to teach you how to scientifically apply these standard methods?
5) KILLER GRAPHS
Brainstorm and sketch out one possible KILLER GRAPHIC (a map, diagram, flowchart, matrix, or whatever may be appropriate) that could capture the essence of the ideal visual result of your project.  Be specific and detailed.  You can do this with pencil and paper for now.  Make sure you use colors creatively.  Think it through!  For inspiration about killer graphs, browse through the RESULTS and ANALYSIS chapters of recently-completed  past IQPs online (under COMPLETED IQP REPORTS).  For even more inspiration, look at the Powerpoint presentations that accompany those recently-completed reports and the plethora of graphics books on reserve in the ID2050 section of the library.
