PROPOSAL STRUCTURE

Given the peculiar nature of this year’s projects, I think this document may be of assistance.  It lays out the structure that I recommend for the proposal.  Items in Bold represent separate sections (with headings on a new page).  Numbered Items represent Chapters, and sub-chapters.
Your document should consist of the following elements (in this exact order):

Draft Submission Form (do a good job at reviewing and editing)

COVER PAGE 

Authorship Page 

Table of Contents (automatic) 

List of Figures (automatic) 

List of Tables (automatic) 

1. INTRODUCTION to YOUR PROJECT AREA(2 pages) 

Use 5 Introduction moves relating to broad project AREA (Public Art, Environmental Preservation, Urban Maintenance, etc.)

Use Move 5 to introduce the specific topics you are focusing on
Add References where needed (with REFWORKS) 

2. BACKGROUND (5-10 pages) 

LIMITED TO TOPICS COMMON TO ALL CHAPTERS

Use a Storyline!

Use awesome primary sources!  
Focus on very highly relevant facts 

Include tons of References in BG 

Obtain and include most relevant figures (maps, graphs, pictures, diagrams) and Tables 

Give facts, stats and extents 

Make sophisticated references to less relevant background

D. Boring but useful details 

E. Indispensable information 

F. Classic and State of the Art papers/articles 

G. Schedule (use Excel spreadsheet available on my.wpi under ASSIGNMENT #10) 

    Budget (included in above spreadsheet)

MAKE SURE YOUR DRAFT CONTAINS THE FOLLOWING:

AUTHORSHIP PAGE

You should clearly spell out who did what in the project like you did on the draft cover forms.  A shorter version of the draft cover table preceded by a sentence or two may be all you need.  Make sure the table is an accurate and complete representation of the contributions each teammate made.  Try to avoid saying “ALL” or “TEAM” on any of the boxes.  The Authorship page should appear at the beginning of your project proposal, right after the cover page.

GIS MAP(s) – In text

Include in your proposal any GIS maps that you created.
FIELD FORM(s) – in Appendix 

Produce this using aCCESS.  Make sure you include ONLY data that will be collected in the field.  Make sure this is exhaustive.  Make believe you are really going to use it TOMORROW!
DATABASE(s) – in Appendix

If you have produced or obtained any databases, please include their structures your appendices.   List the database fields and describe each one briefly.  Where appropriate, make sure each record has a unique code that links (if appropriate) to a GIS layer or to other databases.  Make sure the database(s) are relational.

SCHEDULE and BUDGET – in Appendix

Include the Excel schedule you developed in prior assignments.  Include specific details about the 1st week in Venice.  Refer to this from your Methodology chapter.  Block out the dates and indicate the times (where applicable) for at least the following tasks, plus any other major task in your project:

1. Finalizing Background 

2. Finalizing Methodology

3. Field Work testing

4. Start of actual field work
5. Executive Summary (Start early)
6. OBJECTIVE 1 (spell out)

7. OBJECTIVE 2 (spell out)

8. Other objectives…
9. End of Field Work

10. Results

11. Analysis - Analytical OBJECTIVE(s)
12. Conclusions/Recommendations
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
