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PREFERRED CITATION STYLE: CHICAGO
Prof. Carrera prefers citations to be in the CHICAGO style, which is described in the following resources:

The format preferred is the one with sequential footnotes (not endnotes) and with a BIBLIOGRAPHY or WORKS CITED chapter at the end of the paper.   Numerical footnote references are superscripted in the text and the footnotes are found at the bottom of the same page.  Footnotes contain (partial) citation references and specific references to precise page numbers (where appropriate).  Footnotes can also add parenthetical commentary in addition to bibliographical citations.
You should pay attention to what to do with first and subsequent footnotes (http://www.dianahacker.com/resdoc/history/footnotes.html#ref).

The bottom line is that you need to make it easy for the readers to retrace your steps if they so desire and you should be consistent in your references:

· The footnote should contain a sufficient amount of the full bibliographical entry to allow the reader to find the full entry in the Works Cited (or Bibliography).  Despite what the Chicago manual may require, it is not absolutely necessary to include the full entry in the first footnote: the author, year and abbreviated title are generally sufficient;
· The footnote should reference a specific page number when appropriate.  This is more important than to have a full bibliographical reference;
Remember to be thorough about referencing since everything that you are not producing on your own must be coming from someone else and you ought to give the originator of your information the credit she/he deserves or else you may be accused of plagiarism... 
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
