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PROJECT WEB PAGES
Every team is required to produce a Web Page for the project.  There are several purposes for this:
1) It makes it easier to exchange files with outside people, like your sponsors, without burdening their inboxes.  Some people have strict limits in their mail quotas and messages with large attachments may bounce back.

2) It gives you an opportunity to add links to useful web pages or full-text articles as you find them, so you don’t lose them and so others (sponsors, advisors) can also look at those materials.

3) It makes your project look that much more professional, as long as you keep the pages simple but elegant.

4) It is the easiest way to give people a chance to find out what you are up to at any time during the project.

Prof. Carrera uses WORD and then SAVE AS Web Page (.html).

After you created the HTML file(s) all you have to do is move the file(s) to your personal space, which is usually a UNIX folder like /home/carrera/public_html, where instead of carrera you would have your own WPI UNIX account name.

To move the files you can use a program like WS_FTP which you can get for a free trial at:

Once the files are in the final UNIX directory, you need to make sure you change the PERMISSIONS so people can READ the files.  In WS_FTP this is done by right clicking on the UNIX file and changing the PROPERTIES for the WORLD section by checking the READ and EXECUTE boxes.  If you create sub-folders under the default ‘public_html’ unix folder in your personal space, you’ll need to change the permissions of the FOLDER too (World section, check READ and EXECUTE).
After the HTML files are in the publicly accessible folder, the URL you give to people will look like this:

www.wpi.edu/~carrera
where again instead of carrera you would substitute your own personal unix account name.
One of you in each team will have to "sacrifice" his/her personal web space for these web pages.
At the end of the IQP term you can delete the stuff if you want.
