Sample #1-4
Newton Centre developed in 1720 because it was a prime location for mills.  Over the years, the character of the village has changed dramatically.  The process of modernization that occurred there during the 1950’s, helped transform the area from an industrial zone into the mixture of commercial and residential 
that it is today.  Currently there are 2,700 houses located in Newton Centre, which accommodate approximately 8,000 residents.  Within a ¼-mile radius of the green line station, there are roughly 600 dwellings.
