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In terms of fire safety, there are many regulations that must be met.  The fire department has a major role in overseeing redevelopment.  They obviously want to avoid any obvious errors that may cause large problems or disasters.  Knowing some of these codes could prove to be beneficial to our project.  First of all, the building must be accessible by the fire department.  This means that the Boston Fire Department must be able to get to the site with all of their trucks and equipment.  The building itself must also be accessible; it must have proper entrances and exits.  There has to be clear markings in and outside of the building.  Also, each floor has to be accessible under all conditions.
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Chelsea was settled in 1624, became a town in 1739, and finally became a city in 1857.  A few of the services the city provides are police and fire protection, trash collection, parks and recreation, and maintenance of streets and highways.  In 1995, Chelsea began a new charter, which gave authority to the City Council and provided the City Manager executive and administrative powers.  The city of Chelsea contains 35,080 residents and is part of the Suffolk County in Eastern Massachusetts.  There are two communities that are currently active in Chelsea.  The two groups are Chelsea Creek Action Group (CCAG) and Chelsea Community Gardening and Education Project.  The CCAG works with residents on both sides of Chelsea Creek to organize environmental events that are informative for the community.  The Chelsea Community Gardening and Education Project are developing gardening and environmental programs that will be held in the public schools twice a week.

Sample #2-3
The mechanical safety of USTs is regulated by the State government, which provides minimal specifications for UST installations.  The State specifications abide to the federal regulations, and add additional requirements to them.  These additions include anti-corrosion measures that must be in place to ensure that the USTs maintain integrity.  Spill and leak prevention and detection measures are required to ensure that materials stored in USTs do not escape into the environment.  Below is an illustration of how material leaked from a UST can contaminate groundwater over a large area if the leak is not controlled.  

Sample #2-4
The City of Cambridge provides a wide array of public and private transportation options.  Buses and trains can be a less expensive, quicker, and less difficult way to get into and around the city. Although this is a very appealing form of transportation to the residents, it can be just as appealing to non-residents who also need to find parking, avoid traffic, and get into the Boston or other neighboring cities.  In Cambridge alone there are approximately 115,000 jobs and only about 100,000 residents.  If you assume that the resident population of Cambridge includes children, college students, retirees, residents working outside of Cambridge, and other non-working citizens, then it would appear that a sizeable number of people need to commute into Cambridge for work.
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
