In this assignment you will put together the second draft of your skeleton Proposal and post it on the web.  It will include the Cover Page, Introduction, an annotated Background chapter outline, and an annotated Methodology outline.  The Annotated Bibliography will be an Appendix to this skeleton proposal draft.
1) SKELETON PROPOSAL
Put together the first draft of your full (skeletal) proposal by collating all of the stuff you have produced so far, in this order:

· Cover Page
· Introduction (all 5 Moves)

· Background (annotated outline)

· Methodology (Introduction and annotated Outline)

· Annotated Bibliography (as an appendix)

Each chapter should be properly numbered and should start on a new page.  Sub-headings should also be numbered.  Use Word’s HEADING 1, HEADING 2… styles for this purpose.  Number all pages.

INTRODUCTION:  You should have written the first four moves of the Introduction.  The fifth move is your Mission Statement slightly expanded and somewhat rephrased.  Refer to the appropriate handout if needed.  Tighten up your English by using appropriate Topic Paragraphs (see Strunk’s composition guide on line).  Use the Writing Tutors available on campus to make the language of the Introduction as clear and correct as possible.
BACKGROUND:  put together a logical sequence of Headers that represent topics that you think ought to be included in your background.  Under each header write a paragraph or two about what you plan to include in that section.  After these paragraphs, add a few lines that indicate which bibliographical sources you plan to use to get the information to fill out that section.  Use proper bibliographical entries.  If you haven’t identified a source for a section, simply say so after the annotation paragraph for that section.

METHODOLOGY:  Create a Methodology Introduction, according to the guidelines in the corresponding online handout.   Then add one heading for each of your objectives, using the “ing” form for the ending of the action verb for each objective (e.g. if the objective is “to inventory XYZ” the heading would look like “Inventorying XYZ”).  Add a paragraph or two under each heading describing HOW you plan to tackle that objective and cite any literature that you plan to use to support your choice of method to accomplish the task.  Make a bulleted list of sub-tasks that you can foresee completing under each heading.
ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY:  Simply append your annotated bibliography to the end of the Methodology chapter, but label it as an Appendix.  Try to organize the titles into thematic sections, according to the topic that they would inform (see example on line).

Put the proposal on line, on your team’s web site.

2) LITERATURE REVIEW/ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY

In addition to compiling the individual annotated bibliographies, you should have already taken steps to actually obtain and READ the most promising sources.  Use the individual  “Killer Source Results Table” and make sure all necessary titles are obtained ASAP.
3) END-OF-TERM MEETING with SPONSOR

Coordinate with your advisors to finalize the end-of-the term meeting with your sponsors a to appraise them of your progress (aim for the last week of term).
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
