Complete item #1, then post items 2-5 on your web page.  Go on line to get this and other Assignments and any related Handouts and Samples.

In this assignment you will complete the development of your Introduction by collating Moves 1-2 that you developed last week, together with the group version of moves 3-4, plus a group version of Move 5 reflecting your existing mission statement.  By expanding on the first 4 moves, you will begin to outline your Background chapter as a “story” that is interesting, compelling and also serves as a “set up” for the later chapters of your proposal.  To feed the Background chapter, you will document the literature searches that have informed your research of the project topic(s), through a thorough Annotated Bibliography.  You will produce a web page for your project so anyone in the outside world can begin to see what you are planning to research on site.  Finally, you will place all of the results of this assignment on your web page.   Yellow tasks are new.
1) PROJECT WEB PAGE

Create a skeleton of a project web page, based on your cover page.  You will use this to post pieces of your proposal as well as useful links and other materials.  Your letter will point the sponsor to your web page (see below).  Do not worry about making this outstandingly beautiful, but do try to make it decent and professional.  For help on the web site construction, take a look at the handout on line. For some examples look at the Venice E05 Project web pages or at the Past Hometown Projects on line.  Send Prof. Carrera an email containing the URL.

2) TEAM PICTURE on WEB

Take a single “professional” group photo.  Edit it in photoshop to include your names and year/major under your picture.  Post it on your new website.  Link individual photos to your names on web site.

3) FULL INTRODUCTION: MOVES 1-5

Finalize your moves 1-2 and begin to craft a group version of Moves 3 and 4.  Use the current consensus on the Mission Statement to also draft Move 5.  See the Introduction Explanation and the Introduction Samples for guidance.

4) BACKGROUND OUTLINE

Using Moves 1-4 of the Introduction as a guideline, create a storyline for your Background chapter.  To do this, you should create an ordered list of section sub-headings, in a sequence that shows a logical progression.  Under each heading you should write a sentence or two to spell out what “domains of knowledge” you will be tapping into for your research.  Include specific Bibliographical entries if you have them.  Your aim should be to create an outline for a cohesive “story” that will be interesting to the reader as well as necessary as a “set up” to you further chapters.
5) LITERATURE REVIEW/ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY

Compile each of the members’ annotated bibliography entries into a single team annotated bibliography.  Organize the titles by topic and use headings to separate the topics.  Within each topic, organize the entries alphabetically.  For this assignment, you should have a total of at least 12-16 different team entries (depending on whether you are in a team of 3 or 4).  These should be compiled from the 4 entries per team member  previously assigned.
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
