In this assignment you will continue to dig into the literature that informs your project topic(s).  Reviewing your Background Topics lists and your Information Requirements (developed in prior assignments), you will use your newly acquired library skills to continue to hunt down the most useful sources of information focusing on those that will most quickly get you up to speed on your topic(s).   You will also craft Move 5 of the Introduction, based on your Mission Statement.  You will also begin to identify the factoids that you may want to sprinkle in the introduction.  In addition, you will define the 3 Project boundaries: spatial, temporal and conceptual, which will inform the introduction to your Methodology chapter.  Finally, you will evaluate your personal performance and the team’s dynamics at the half-way point of the term.
1) LITERATURE REVIEW/ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY – Relevant Background and Methodology
Continue to identify “killer sources” of various types (books, academic journals, trade journals, periodicals, on-line sources, etc.) and produce the respective annotated bibliography entries.  Continue to focus on pertinent literature that is highly relevant and appropriate.  We’re looking for quality here, not quantity.  Continue to explore Methodological literature too.  For this assignment, find at least two more key Background sources and one or more appropriate methodological source that would help you with the achievement of your project objectives.  Avoid banal sources and focus on important Background topics as well as on tools and techniques that can be used in your analysis.  Make sure to produce an Annotated Bibliography entry for each new source you find.  Use your new library skills to also find at least one factoid for Move 1 and one for Move 2.   Contact the reference librarian for additional help as needed.
2) INTRODUCTION: MOVE 5

Craft a first draft of Move 5, which is a rephrasing of your mission statement.  Make sure it connects to Move 4.

3) PROJECT BOUNDARIES

Define the conceptual, spatial and temporal boundaries of your project.  See online Handout for details (under Methodology).
