In this assignment you will continue to dig into the literature that informs your project topic(s) and produce a list of your achievements with regards to the search for “killer sources”.  Having identified what killer sources you are still lacking, you will use your newly acquired library skills to continue to hunt down the missing ones.  You will also redouble your efforts to identify the factoids that you may want to sprinkle in the introduction.  In addition, you will obtain at least 3 figures (maps, graphics, photos, etc.) that you think will nicely complement your Background or Methodology chapters.   To move forward with your Methodology, you should list the Headings of your methodology sections, then list the tasks associated with each objective.  Finally, you will think ahead toward the end of your project and brainstorm on what your results will look like.
1) KILLER SOURCES RESULTS TABLE
Fill out the “Killer Source Results Table” as best you can.  To complete the table, continue to identify “killer sources” of various types (books, academic journals, trade journals, periodicals, on-line sources, etc.) and produce the respective annotated bibliography entries.  Continue to focus on pertinent literature that is highly relevant and appropriate.  We’re looking for quality here, not quantity.  Continue to explore Methodological literature too.  For this assignment, find at least two more key Background sources and one more appropriate methodological source that would help you with the achievement of your project objectives.  Avoid banal sources and focus on important Background topics as well as on tools and techniques that can be used in your analysis.  Make sure to produce an Annotated Bibliography entry for each new source you find.  Contact the reference librarian for additional help as needed.
2) FACTOIDS

Use your library skills to also find at least one factoid for Move 1 and one for Move 2.   Contact the reference librarian for additional help as needed.

3) FIGURES

Obtain at least 3 figures (JPEG images, or the like) that would nicely fit in your current project proposal.  These could include maps, photos, graphs and anything else that would embellish and enrich the project proposal.  Indicate clearly where these figures should be inserted inside your proposal.

4) METHODOLOGY TASKS

Convert your project objectives into appropriate titles for your Methodology sub-sections (using the “ing” ending to the action verb).  Under each heading, make a list of the separate tasks that you foresee being part of that objective.  For example: if the objective is “to inventory all road-related assets”, the heading in the Methodology chapter would convert to “Inventorying Road-Related Assets”.  Possible tasks under this heading may include: (1) Identify road-related assets; (2) Determine appropriate attributes to collect for each asset type; (3) Collect data for each attribute for each type of asset; etc.
5) RESULTS and ANALYSIS BRAINSTORM

Make a list of the graphics (maps or graphs) that you foresee including in your project’s Results and Analysis chapters.   The list should consist of the “captions” of the graphics that you envision will be included in your Results and Analysis chapters.  For example, you may include captions such as: “Retail Stores by Store Type in 1950-1960”.  Then in one sentence state how you envision the graphic to look.  Going back to the aforementioned example: “Map showing the retail stores in the 1950’s, colored according to 6 store types: Food, Clothes, Equipment, Amenities, Entertainment, Miscellaneous.”  Group these under proposed headings for the Results chapter.
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
